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The new<ulvert grid and mesh may have become over screened with debris. as also the grid to the
cattle bridge mentioned earlier.

The extended length of the new pipe and the remaining length of the old fire clay sections which run on
through under Dingley road, via the Cattle Drinker n' on to discharge into the River Welland.

The welland incidently though risen above normal height did not resort to actually running through the
relief riverbed.

Monday 18th. Jan. 08.30hrs. all excess water drained away. But at the cattle bridge water was being
held back though just passing underneath.

This field village side of our burial ground is always going to hold water of these volumes, the long
fracture under the wall is letting water pass through to waterlog the graves.
