development being allowed in stages, which is a potential
danger once the depot is in place.

The A6 Welham Lane junction is not designed for this high
volume of vehicles accessing the site. Not only is it
dangerous to turn into the site with no slip road, but the left
and right turns from the minor to the major road pose a

real danger as slow moving vehicles exit onto a very fast

single carriageway road. We see this as a potential
accident waiting to happen.

We also have a real concern with the possible access of
vehicles using Welham Lane as an alternative access, not
only employees but bin lorries working in the Great
Bowden area wishing to access the site. Welham Lane is
single carriageway, the bridge is blind and was not built for
HGVs or regular vehicle movements.

We are particularly concerned that the applicant is
proposing a 365 day a year operations starting at 5.30
a.m. and finishing at 5.30 p.m. The proposed working
hours will have a major impact on noise, smell, air pollution
and an unacceptable level of traffic. Reversing vehicles
fitted with bleepers would-be almost continuous.
